City Administrator provided a report for the Council and members of the public.
Mayor opened the item up for public comment. No public comments were received.

CITY COUNCIL ITEMS OF INTEREST

Council Member Alves reported that City basketball has ended and that he was amazed at how
many sign ups there were. Council Member Alves expressed appreciation for the strong level
of community involvement, noting there are currently nine tee-ball teams this season. He
further shared that he will be traveling to Fresno next Tuesday to attend a San Joaquin Valley
Air Pollution Control District meeting, where a representative will be nominated.

Mayor Pro Tem Wilson reported that he has been actively attending community events and
observed a high level of activity throughout the City. He noted that the Farmers Market was
well attended and that the Motor Fest Car Show was successful. He also highlighted a strong
turnout at the recent Triathlon and increased activity in the downtown area. Additionally, he
attended the grand opening of Stratford’s Chocolates, describing it as a successful event. Mayor
Pro Tem Wilson publicly thanked Radiant Church for volunteering to place bark in the planters
at the PD/Admin building. He concluded by requesting that an item regarding the Landscape
and Lighting Maintenance District (LLMD) for Blossom Estates be brought back for
consideration at a future meeting.

Council Member Riddle reported that the City received funding for streetlights and for a street
corridor project, with potential for additional funding. She noted that TCTRA is exploring road
improvement options for Exeter and shared that she attended and enjoyed a recent Planning
Commission meeting. Council Member Riddle also highlighted community contributions,
including banner development by Sherri Wilson and an E250 meeting hosted at her home with
City Engineer Javier Andrade. She expressed appreciation to Kiwanis for supporting the pool
renovation and to the Public Works Department for coordinating permits. She announced the
upcoming Fourth of July Golf Cart Parade, sponsored by the Exeter Golf Course, and concluded
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by noting strong downtown activity and the success of the Stafford’s Chocolates Grand Opening
event, including remarks provided by Mayor Johnson.

Council Member Lentz reported that he attended the Motor Fest Car Show.

Mayor Johnson stated that Stafford’s Chocolates Grant Opening event was successful and
expressed his appreciation for the opportunity to attend. He also thanked City Attorney for her
continued service and contributions to the City. Additionally, Mayor Johnson expressed
appreciation to the new City Engineer, Javier Andrade, commending him for his work and for
consistently following through on his commitments.
